* Create an ambit of interchange for planning actions and elaborating a national outline housing law.

* Think about actions and convocations for the next year (2006).
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As well, and thanks to the statements,  the meeting will try to  incorporate new forms of organization in order to reduce the housing deficit in our Country, the relation between Social Organizations and Government in the administration of the  housing policies, as well as the “right to housing”  as an essential human right, and the  joint and several and cooperative basis; the articulation of the public-private-NGO’s-International organizations, and to promote the implementation of agile programmes in which people can get an answer, in a short-term period, for a worthy housing.
At the meeting, several subjects have been participating:    representatives of international organizations, local and national governmental officials, no governmental organizations from different areas of the Country, the local legislature, delegates of the parliamentary housing committee as well as delegates from different provinces and municipalities of the Country. 

The International Alliance of Inhabitants contributed at the day through a letter of adhesion that has been sent by its coordinator, Cesare Ottolini,  and thanks to the presentation speech by Cristina Reynals  "Redes Internacionales por un Hábitat Digno" (International Networks for a Dignified Housing).
